Colleen Frakes has been creating some marvelous fantasy-fueled comix for years, but this first

major dip into autobiography reveals a whole new dimensionÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€•and, despite her

modesty, a pretty incredible "back story" for herself. PRISON ISLAND is memoir, yes, but it's also

an exploration of personal cartography: that we are not always the product of "where we grew up,"

because where she grew up was such a geographic anamoly and oddly (legally) State-prescribed

time and place. Colleen folds us into the narrative and her journey with meditative generosity, and

the time she spent is the time she invites us to spend in this emotional space, with her and her

family. We've had so many grandoise, timely memoirs in graphic novel form; PRISON ISLAND is a

rarer breed indeed, and most highly recommended!

For this one, the idea sounded like it would

be interesting, but the actual book was dull and about almost nothing. The most surprising thing was

that she managed to make it so boring. If you're interested in this genre, I'd suggest Tomboy or

Honor Girl.
