Iman Bright is a student at New York CityÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s Ailey

School, founded by the late Alvin Ailey, the famed choreographer whose eponymous dance

company continues to perform programs, drawn from African American cultural traditions, around

the world. Each spread matches multiple images of the talented teen with ImanÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s

descriptions of her hectic days, spent in academic classes, long dance practices, and lessons with

her violin teacher. Young dancers will love the images and specific details of life in the studio, where

Iman practices African- and Latin AmericanÃ¢â‚¬â€œinspired dances along with traditional ballet.
