Society falls apart pretty quickly in typical apocalyptic

fashion - looting, roving gangs of barbarians, militarization - all the usual stuff. But I will say, I

enjoyed the way the author took his time setting it up, rather than just starting us off in a world that's

already post-apocalyptic.Leilani and her dad stick around Honolulu for a little while hoping for the

best, but eventually decide they need to make their way home. (The author includes maps of all the

Hawaiian Islands, which is really helpful for understanding their journey.)Along the way, they have

numerous close calls, get help from unexpected strangers and make some interesting discoveries

about the mysterious cloud (the "orchid") and its connections to Leilani and Hawaii. The writing is

superb - more than a few times it reminded me of The Road (Cormac McCarthy) both in terms of

their circumstances and how they were described.I loved this book. At the same time, I can totally

understand why some people really didn't enjoy it.
