Eventually, Ralph finds inspiration in a memory of an encounter with an
inchworm, and when it comes time to share his story, RalphA¢a -a,¢s classmatesA¢a —4,¢
questions prompt him to wildly embellish it, emphasizing the value of oral storytelling.

HanlonA¢a -4,¢s loose, rudimentary watercolor and colored pencil cartoons are as authentically
childlike as RalphA¢a -a,¢s voice; literary lions like Olivia and Babar decorate the walls of
RalphA¢a -4,¢s classroom, speech bubbles provide humorous asides, and RalphA¢a -a,¢s wide,
craggy line of a mouth easily conveys frustration, anger, nervousness, and confidence. A closing
lineup of staple-bound books, among them When Milk Came Out of My Nose and The Smelly
Band-Aid, prove that Ralph has left his writerA¢a -4,¢s block behind. Ages 5A¢a —a ce9. (Sept.)

The front shows a bunch of
blank pages, indicating that Ralph had not yet found his creative streak, and the back is crowded full
of all the stories Ralph learned that he had the capacity to write. Some examples are "When the

Librarian Yelled Really Loud at Me", and "When my Mom Bought me the Wrong Sized Underwear."
