The grammar content is exactly what I needed, but this edition is poorly printed. The text was

scanned rather than typed and on some pages this is distracting as well as too light to read

comfortably. A few of the charts are also slightly over-enlarged and some of the text is cut off. The

formatting is also awkward and could be improved with more line spacing and indentations. It's

okay, but I had higher expectations. It reminds me of the photocopied handouts I used to get in

school. If not for these complaints, I would give the book 4-5 stars based on the grammar covered.
