Their stories are interwoven with studies of topics ranging from Tudor toys to contraception to
witchcraft, painting a portrait of the lives of queens and serving maids, nuns and harlots, widows
and chaperones. Norton brings this vibrant period to colorful life in an evocative and insightful social
