carry book. It is small but it has scant useful information. The biggest problem is that there is only



one small map in the entire book and it is of the entire island, rather than of Catania and the south
east. It's very hard to see. The worst part is that many of the towns and sites referenced in the book
are not on the map. It’s clear that this book was just lifted from a larger book about Sicily. It is an
English publication and much of the info is geared to a UK traveler, with prices listed in euros and

pounds and visa requirements for Europeans.

Footprint guides are usually my favorites and frankly for the price, | am not sorry | bought it )as well
as its companion for the west). But as a previous reviewer mentioned it is not very user friendly. It
needs more maps and a better, more comprehensive index, with an emphasis on the latter. The
number of restaurants and hotels were minimal and in some cases the most obvious choices were
completely left out. Still, like the rest of the series, it is well written, covers the major sites and again

was very reasonably priced.
