For locals or visitors of San

Francisco and the Bay Area, select a chapter that fits your mood or personality, and you're on your

way.The author is a native of San Francisco and she presents all the necessary information about

both well known and not-so well known sites in a useful and highly-entertaining fashion. It's a fun

read even if you're not planning on spending a lot of time site-seeing.Try it, you'll like it!
